If you intend to ride in a woof wear body cage you MUST log your key with the Secretary BEFORE competing

Guidelines for the XC.  Each fence can only be jumped once per round.  While refusing and re-presenting your horse to any fence, make sure you do not obstruct the next competitor.  Always let another competitor overtake you.  If you have more than three refusals at any fence, wait for the next competitor to come past and take advantage of the lead.  If you are still unable to jump the fence carry on to the next fence, always make sure you do not get in the way of other riders.
