SENIOR CAMP 2025


At Berriewood Farm, Condover, Shrewsbury, SY5 7NN
Sunday 27th to Wednesday 30th July 2025
Through the courtesy of Mrs. Penny Cowdy of Berriewood Farm, Condover, Shrewsbury, we have again been able to arrange a residential camp to be held from Sunday 27th to Wednesday 30th July 2025. 

This will be the ninth senior camp we have held at Berriewood Farm. It has good stabling and riding facilities which include both an indoor and an outdoor arena, a show jumping surface, BE80, BE90 and BE100 cross country fences, plus a mini cross-country course and 100 acres of woodland and grass for hacking on site. 

The camp is open to members who will have attained their 11th birthday by camp and have attended at least one mounted working rally since 1st September 2024. 
(Note: Members aged 11 years can choose to attend either senior or junior camp)
As the Branch Committee has agreed to provide a subsidy towards the cost of camp the fee will be £375.
NOTES:

1. Sleeping Arrangements
This will be a true camp as members will sleep under canvas.
PLEASE NOTE – Members attending camp will need to either bring their own tent or arrange to share a tent with a friend or friends. A ground sheet and camp bed will also be required.

2. Catering

Mrs Kate Weston has kindly agreed to organise the catering for camp and will be seeking help from parents - offers to help will be greatly appreciated.
3. Welfare

Mrs Rachel Power has kindly agreed to be the Camp Welfare Officer and other members of the committee will also be resident in camp to provide help and support.

4. Stables
Mrs Suzie Gosling has kindly agreed to be stable manager.

Horses/ponies will be accommodated in permanent stables. Hay will be provided for all horses/ponies and straw beds – if a shavings bed is required bales of shavings can be provided by Berriewood at the cost of £12.36 per bale or you may bring your own.
5. Horses/Ponies
Horses/ponies being brought to camp need to be fit as they will be working hard over the four days. No horse/pony under 4 years may be brought to camp - 5 years and over is more suitable because of the amount of work they will be expected to complete.
6. Immunisation Against Equine Influenza

All ponies/horses coming to camp must have been immunised against Equine Influenza and an up-to-date certificate obtained, signed by your Veterinary Surgeon, for that particular animal. 
You will not be allowed into the stables until you have produced the certificate.

7. Line Leaders
Associates and senior members will be expected to take on some responsibility, under supervision, for helping new and junior members when completing tasks in stables.

and pay a non-refundable £75.00 deposit via Entrymaster please.
Payment of the balance of the camp fee (£300) will be required by 4th July 2025, again using Entrymaster. 
Camp is a great mixture of fun and hard work - it is not a holiday! You will learn the best and most practical ways of looking after your pony/horse as well as enjoying a variety of mounted activities and enjoying some fun and games.
Although we aim to take full advantage of the cross-country facilities at Berriewood we are aware that some members would prefer a greater emphasis on flat work. If there was sufficient interest in this option we would look to providing a mixed age, mixed ability group which would focus on flat work activities with fewer jumping sessions. If you are interested in this option, please indicate on your application form.
We look forward to seeing many of you at Berriewood Farm. 
Please note that places at camp are limited to 30 by the number of stables available for our use at Berriewood. 
If camp is oversubscribed places will be allocated based on members participation in branch activities over the last twelve months, or since joining the Branch, as recorded on the points accumulator table.
