Branch competitions may waive this condition for competitors aged 8 or under, subject to permission of the pool owner. We do not have the permission of the pool owner and therefore competitors must be capable of swimming a 25m length, out of their depth without assistance or flotation aids.  For anyone lacking confidence please ask for an outside lane and we will do our best to accommodate. For those Beanies who are not capable of swimming without aids, we have the Beanie Biathlon class.

TEAMS, PRIZES AND ROSETTES

Teams will consist of 4 members, best 3 scores to count.  Teams can be mixed across classes (except Beanie Biathlon) and branch co-ordinators should identify their teams.  We will put individuals into teams, if not entered in Branch Teams.



Conditions of entry 

The decisions of the judges are final throughout. 

For insurance purposes, all competitors must be paid-up members of their Pony Club branch. 

Objections: Any queries should be taken up with the event steward at that point and no more than 20 minutes after the scores are put up or posted on the scoring link. Objections must be made by the team manager only. 

Shooting: Please make sure that you are very familiar with the latest Pony Club rules for shooting Section 35 SHOOTING RULES. This competition will be run in accordance with all new safety procedures.
