Manual of Horsemanship
Sun cream
Sun hat
Insect Repellent
Boot Cleaning Equipment
Water bottle, filled (To reduce waste and litter we will not be providing water bottles this 
year.)

Saddle cloth/numnah, white/black/brown or Bennachie Blue (2 might be handy)                        
Headcollar and leadrope 
Tail bandage 
Exercise boots (if required)
Whip (if required) 
Water Bucket

Fly repellent
Grooming Kit- (body brush, dandy brush, curry comb, hoof pick, water brush, mane
comb, stable rubber, two sponges, hoof oil) 
Stud kit (if required)
Shampoo & Sweat Scraper
Sweat Rug (if required)

Tack cleaning equipment (including small bucket and saddle soap)



Poop scoop/mucking out equipment (Areas around trailers/lorries must be left tidy, 
please take your muck home.)
Hay and water (You must bring all of your own hay/haylage and water for your horse to 
drink and wash off with.)

If corralling horse/pony overnight
Electric fence tape and posts (you will need about 12 posts)
Battery, earth rod and energiser to electrify fence (essential if corralling) 
Waterproof rug (if required)
Fly rug (recommended)
Fly mask (If required)
Enough hay/haylage for 3 days
Feed (if required)
Water (there will be a limited supply of water available onsite for overnight corralling)
Fly repellent

Mug (tea/coffee will be available in the marquee, remember to bring any milk for dietary 
requirements/preferences as we will only have cows milk available in the marquee)
Lunch

Waterproof footwear
Wet weather gear

recommended!)
