Training for the new syllabus Pony Club Tests will be offered for all levels during 2025. Below are
training dates and booking details for D+ and C Tests.

C+, D and E Test Training will take place later in the year and will be advertised in future
newsletters.

Although it is no longer necessary for members to pass Riding & Road Safety Achievement Badge
and Mini Badge at appropriate levels before being able to complete Tests. As a Branch we think all
members should work towards the R&RS badges and we will be offering members an opportunity to
take part in training for these badges.

In this newsletter we are offering training for Achievement Badge /Advanced Achievement Badge (8
January and 12 February). These badges are now linked into test training for D+ and above so it is
recommended that members taking part in test training also attend these badge training sessions if
possible with Anna Koch. Likewise the Mini Achievement badge training (Friday evenings with
Lizzie) are linked to the lower test levels.
