9. Spurs — may not be worn by a Pony Club member at a Pony Club activity or event
unless that member has passed either the Pony Club C+ Riding Test or the Pony
Club Spurs Test.

10.The Pony Club operates an annual flu vaccination ruling.  All competitors should
carry passport/vaccination certificates — spot checks may be made

11.The organisers reserve the right to alter, amend or cancel any class and reserve
the right to disqualify anyone for the misuse of whip or spurs (Pony Club members
must carry current permission from their DC), dangerous riding or any horse in poor
or lame condition and to refuse any entry for any reason and at their sole discretion.
