2 x Large Haynets (so you always have one ready) Hay 
will be provided.

Single Camp bed on legs off the floor.

Hard Feed for the week and (if required) any 
supplements clearly labelled. Feed should be ready-
mixed and labelled in small bags for AM/PM.

Storage drawer unit for end of bed to store 
clothing and personal belongings

Document detailing feed requirements and amount of 
hay required. Let us know if feed programme has been 
changed for Camp

Sleeping Bag & Pillow

If you don't normally give your pony hard feed, then 
bring a small amount of chaff/nuts so every pony is 
given something to eat and doesn't get upset.

Extra blanket for chilly nights

Water bucket & Feed Bucket x 2 – No loose handles ie 
tub bucket or similar

Torch, earplugs and eye mask if you are a 
light sleeper

Buckets x 2 (1 large and 1 small) for carrying water and 
tack cleaning

Wash Bag, Hairbrush and Hairbands

If you haven't ordered already - 1 bag of large flake 
shavings – No STRAW please 

Nightwear - Pj’s, onesies and teddies all 
welcome

Numnahs/saddlecloths x 2 minimum Underwear and Socks

Head collar & 2 lead rope (incase of breakages) Suncream, wipes/hand wash or gel
Bridle inc martingale / neck strap for XC any bit 
changes for jumping or flat. . Tack will be stored inside 
locked trailers

Flamstead polo shirts/sweatshirt/rugby 
shirt for every day except show days. No 
HOODIES allowed when riding

Saddle including girth, buckle guards, stirrups with 
treads, spare peacock rubbers if used.

Cross-country colours may be worn for 
cross-country. Short sleeves are allowed 
but shoulders must be covered.

Fly spray Spurs only if you have a yellow hat tag. 1
