Those members hoping to take part should ensure that they (and their horse/pony) are eligible to compete in the disciplines they have indicated above and that they are aware of the current 2026 rules for that discipline. There have been a few rule changes for 2026, some of which are detailed in the attached documents. Rule books are available to view on the main PC website. It is now possible for combinations to compete and qualify at two consecutive levels i.e. PC80 and PC90.

Vaccination Rule. It is your responsibility to ensure that your horse/pony is up to date with its vaccinations and historically has had one every year without a break. We need a photocopy of the name page of ALL horse’s passports. If you competed in an Area competition last year on this horse, please send a copy of the last 2 vaccination dates. If this is your horse’s first time at an Area comp, please send a copy of his complete vaccination record with this form to area.comps.application@gmail.com.

Any member registering should ensure they can commit to the date of the Championships should they qualify at the Area competition. 
Pony Club Championships (including the Tetrathlon Champs) are being held at Offchurch Bury from 14 Aug – 22 Aug. Regional Qualifiers will all be held at the same location as the rest of the Area Qualifiers for the respective disciplines but the North Midlands Regional Championships will be held separately from 29 - 31 Aug at Kelsall Hill Equestrian Centre. The Regional Championships are for those who qualify at PC70 and PC80 levels.

NB: The committee has decided that going forward, it will pay 50% of entry fees to the Regional Championships and 100% of entry fees for the National Championships providing the combination has completed 3 ridden rallies since 1 September (camp 2026 counts as one rally) – competitors are responsible for their own stabling costs. Members pay 100% of the entry fee for all of the Area Qualifiers. 

All completed forms, along with copies of passport/vaccination record, are to be returned by email by 17 May 2026 to: Area.comps.application@gmail.com.  It is really important that you only use this email address for this purpose and that you adhere to the closing date as we have to let the organising Branch know how many competitors we have.
