
NORTH STAFFORDSHIRE HUNT
SENIOR CAMP INFORMATION



What happens at camp

On arrival day you will sign in with medical forms and passport.  At this point you and your pony will be assigned a stable and tack space. 

During camp you will be split into a team and a ride group.  Each team has with a line leader who is essentially the team leader. Teams are in competition with each other and points can be earnt throughout the camp.  

Points are earnt from the following activities: 
· Tack and Turnout (each day, including arrival and departure day)
· Tent personal space
· Your bed
· Your horses stable morning and evening.
Your line leader will be there to help you to learn and earn points. 

There will be notices showing:-
a. What team you are in and who the line leader is, 
b. Your ride grouping
c. What lessons are happening with which instructors


You will ride for up to 3.5 hrs a day and will attend a mixture of lessons from flatwork, showjumping and out on the x-country course. 

During the evening there will be fun activities for you socialise with your pony club friends.  

On the last day of camp there is a competition and presentation. Your parents are welcome to come along for this to support all who attended camp. 

At the end of this all parents are asked to support with cleaning all bedding out of the stables and then everyone can leave. 

There is a example daily routine attached to this guide. 










Preparing for camp

Pony Club camp is about having fun, learning, helping others and teamwork.  It’s a very busy time and there are things you can do ahead of camp to be fully prepared. 

1. Get your horse/pony fit with a variety of exercise such as hacking, rallies lessons and schooling. Variety is great for your equine friends, it doesn’t need to be fast work.  Riding up and down hills are great for fittening work. 
2. Practice taking your bridle to pieces to clean and then putting it back together again. The cleaner your tack is ahead of camp, the easier it is to keep clean. 
3. Clean all your tack, including saddle pads, stirrup irons, bits.  The tack inspectors will look everywhere.
4. Purchase or find a big box, big enough for all your kit, except tack to go in.  This will help to keep your tack area tidy which means more points for your team. 
5. Bath your pony before camp.  Turnout standards are high and the cleaner your pony is to begin with the more points you could earn throughout. 
6. Practice your own stable management at home including tacking up so that you can feel confident and independent at camp.
