> All hats must be tagged to comply with the pony club hat rule 2022 and
must be fitted with a PC, BE, or BRC aquamarine tag and will be checked

» Body protectors meeting BETA2009 Level 3 standard (purple label)or BETA 2018
level 3 standard (blue and black label) must be worn and will be checked at
warm up. Air jackets if worn for cross country must be worn over a body
protector

» Competitors in classes 2 to 8 will be asked to LEAVE THE COURSE after elimination.
This may be due to the third refusal, run out, or circle at the same fence or four
stops on the whole course or a fall of the horse.

> Ifa ponyis being lead over the course then the leader must be over 14 years old

» Excessive use of spurs, whip, etc. and use of offensive language by competitors or
supporters will be heavily penalised.

» The organisers reserve the right to cancel or change any class or award.

> Entry money will be refunded for withdrawals before the closing date.

» Thejudge's decision is final. Objections in writing with £10 deposit will be accepted
according to Pony Club rules.
