Burton Hunt Pony Club – COMPETITION TURNOUT GUIDE 
This is a guide only - Please refer to the relevant rule book for any changes – it is the competitors responsibility to know and follow the rules
ALL DISCIPLINES
· NO JEWELLRY TO BE WORN at all unless watch, wedding ring, stock pin or medical jewellry
· HAIR TO BE IN A HAIRNET AND/OR A BUN. No long hair or long plait
· HATS - Standard Safety Mark Allowed at the following activities: PAS 015:1998 or 2011* with BSI Kitemark A VG1 with BSI Kitemark /Snell E2001* onwards with the official Snell label and number /ASTM-F1163 2004a onwards with the SEI mark All / AS/NZS 3838, 2006 onwards . all hats used must have official pony club hat tag on it. PAS015 1998 AND SNELL 2001 WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN 2023
· Beige, cream, white jodphurs, 
· short boots with or without chaps or long boots ( no tassles or fringes)
· white shirt and tie or stock shirt and stock
· Hat covers must be dark/black/navy
· Jackets either hacking jacket or show jacket
· Pony club badge to be worn on left lapel of jacket
· Spurs are allowed - Sharp spurs are not permitted. Only blunt spurs, without rowels or sharp edges, and spurs that have a smooth rotating ball on the shank may be worn. If the spurs are curved, the curve must be downwards and the shank must point straight to the back and not exceed 4cm in length
· The whip must be “padded” and comply with the current British Showjumping rule (BS Members Handbook, full wording is available to view online at www.britishshowjumping.co.uk). Often described as a ‘padded baton’.
· Magnetic stirrups not allowed, stirrup must easily release foot

DRESSAGE (including eventing dressage)
RIDER
· whips any  length may be used - exception - No whip to be carried in the dressage phase of eventing at PC 100 and PC 110
· Gloves must be worn

SHOW JUMPING (including eventing show jumping)
· Gloves are optional but advisory
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Whips: The whip must be “padded” and comply with the current British Showjumping rule (BS Members Handbook, full wording is available to view online at www.britishshowjumping.co.uk). Often described as a ‘padded baton’.

EVENTING
· Whips: The whip must be “padded” and comply with the current British Showjumping rule (BS Members Handbook, full wording is available to view online at www.britishshowjumping.co.uk). Often described as a ‘padded baton’.
· 
· For cross-country riding (over 80cm)  a jockey skull cap must be worn with no fixed peak, peak type extensions or noticeable protuberances above the eyes or to the front, and should have an even round or elliptical shape with a smooth or slightly abrasive surface, having no peak or peak type extensions
· Gloves are optional in SJ and XC but advised
· If a Body protector is worn for any Pony Club activity it must meet BETA 2009 Level 3 standard (purple label) or BETA 2018 Level 3 standard (blue and black label) 
· If a rider chooses to wear an air jacket in Cross Country or Pony Racing, it must only be used in addition to a normal body protector which meets the BETA 2009 Level 3 standard (purple label) or BETA 2018 Level 3 standard (blue and black label
· Medical Armbands – It is the competitor’s responsibility to wear a PC/BE medical armband during the cross-country phase if they have a medical condition that may impact on their care in the case of an emergency. 
GAMES
· White jumper to be worn over shirt
· Jodhpur boots with jodhpur clips preferred to half chaps
· No gloves
· No whip
GENERAL
· Neckstraps – are allowed at all levels except games. 
·  Fly-fringes, nose gauzes and ear covers – are permitted for all competitions, and may also provide noise reduction. The ear cover/ fly fringe must not cover the horse’s eyes. Ear plugs are not permitted and spot checks may be carried out.
· Nose nets are permitted. Nose nets must cover the nose only leaving the mouth and bit visible. 
·  Saddle covers are not permitted except during riding-in. A gel pad/memory foam seat saver is permitted, provided that it is unobtrusive and matches the colour of the saddle
· Saddlecloths should be white in colour and ideally with BHPC logo on unless wearing team saddle pad for games
HORSES
· Must be clean and smartly turned out
· plaited for dressage and area team competitions including show jumping
· Bandages and Boots – may be worn while riding-in for dressage, but not during a dressage test. Hoof boots are not permitted. 
· Must have correct tack according to the up to date rules for that particular discipline
· If using boots for the jumping phases  ideally you should use open fronted tendon boots and fetlock boots for show jumping and full brushing boots for cross country
· Boots are allowed for games but should be matching and same colour
· No plaiting for games
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
