All riders must wear an approved riding hat at all times when mounted in compliance with PC rules. Riders must be appropriately dressed no hoodies, long hair fastened back into a bun or secured in hairnet, no jewellery.

Congestion building up with horses around entrances to the warm up arena and main arena must be monitored and riders/handlers will be asked to move away to create space.

It is the parent/rider/handler responsibility to ensure all horse tack is safe, sound, secure and fits correctly.

Should dismounted members be assisting with equipment in the arena they MUST wear a riding hat at all times
