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GUN DOGS
Gun dogs are used to make the game birds airborne and/or retrieve them after the shoot.

Breeds of Gun Dog include:-

POLICE DOGS

Police dogs include those that will immobilise a person who is being chased and those that smell out things eg people, drugs and explosives. Other organisations like the Army use these dogs too.

Breeds of Police Dog include:

SEARCH AND RESCUE DOGS

These dogs are used to find people and help rescue them. They can be used in water or land to track a person, they can search snowy mountains, avalanche and earthquake sites to find lost people and some deliver floatation aids, whistles and torches to victims and raise the alarm usually be barking.

Breeds of Search and Rescue dogs include:

HUNTING DOGS

These dogs are often called hounds, they usually work in packs to trace, track and seek. 

Breeds of Hunting Dog include:

SLED DOGS
These dogs are used to pull sleds over the snow.

GUIDE AND SENSORY DOGS

These dogs include guide dogs for blind people and hearing dogs for deaf people, they help people to live more normal lives and are extremely well trained.

Breeds of Guide and Sensory Dogs include:

HERDING DOGS

These are dogs used by farmers to round up sheep and cattle etc.

Breeds of herding dogs include:

GUARD DOGS

These are dogs used to stop people entering private property, they are usually large and aggressive in appearance and will bark and growl to raise the alarm.
