GREY SQUIRREL

RED DEER
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Red Deer mainly eat grass, heather and small shrubs. They prefer to live at the edge of woodland but are increasingly forced to live on open hill.
The male, known as a ________ weighs about  190kg and is between 105 and ______cm to the shoulder. He has high branch antlers that can 100cm long.

The female is called a hind, she weighs about _____kg and is between 100 and 120cm tall at her shoulder. Their fur is red in summer and greyish brown in the winter.
Red Deer babies are called calves.
ROE DEER
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Roe Deer mainly eat grass and plants. They prefer to live in woodland.

Male Roe Deer are called _________ , they have short sharp antlers. The females are called does. Roe Deer weigh between ____ and 25kg and are between 60 and 75cm tall at their shoulder.

Baby Roe Deer are called kids.

In summer their fur is red and in winter it is greyish brown coloured. Their rumps have a patch of  white around their tail.
FALLOW DEER
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Fallow deer eat grass, but will also eat trees and shrubs, they live in woodland and farmland.

Male fallow deer are called bucks, they have palmate antlers and weigh between 85 and 90kg. Females are called does and weigh between 50 and 60 kg, both sexes are about __ metre tall at the shoulder.

Baby fallow deer are called fawns.

Fallow deer usually have a white spotted chestnut coat.

BADGER

Badgers eat a wide range of food from beetles and birds to fruit and nuts. They live in groups in burrows called ________. They are found mainly in woodland.

Male badgers are called boars and the females are called ________. They weigh between 10 and 12kg and are about 90cm long including tail.

Baby badgers are called cubs.

Badgers have a black and white striped head and silvery grey bodies.
FOX
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The fox mainly eats small animals, insects and dead animals, but will take farm animals like lambs too. Foxes live all over from woodland to towns and cities.

A male fox is called a dog, he is about 112cm long. A female is called a vixen, she is about 108cm long, they weigh about 5kg.
Baby foxes are called cubs.

Foxes have reddish coats with white chests.

OTTER
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Otters mainly eat fish and crabs. They live on the seashore and on the banks of rivers, lakes and streams.

Male otters are called dogs, they are about 110cm long and weigh between _ and __kg. Females are called bitches, they are about 100cm long and weigh between 6 and 7kg.
Baby otters are called pups or whelps.

Otters have brown coats with lighter brown bibs.
STOAT
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Stoats are wide spread across Britain. Stoats eat small animals including rabbits, hares and birds.

Stoats are between 15 and ____cm long, they weigh between 100 and 450grams.
Baby stoat are called kittens.
In summer stoats are brown with a paler underside, in winter they can turn white. Stoats have a black tip to their tails.

WEASEL
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Weasels are wide spread across Britain. Weasels eat small animals including baby rabbits, mice and birds.

Weasels are between 15 and 25cm long, they weigh between ____ and ____ grams.

Baby weasels are called kittens.

Weasels are brown with paler brown undersides, their coat doesn’t change in winter.
HARE
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Hares mainly eat grasses and herbs but also crops, twigs and tree bark, they are widespread across Britain.
Male hare are called jacks and the females jills. Hares live alone and do not dig burrows but shallow hollows called forms. Hare are between 52 and 60cm long with ____cm ears. They weigh between __ and __kg.

Baby hare are called leveret.

Hare are brown with white around their bottoms, they have long black tipped ears, long back legs and a black and white tail. 

RABBIT
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Rabbits dig burrows known as warrens and live in groups. Rabbits eat grass and leafy plants.

A male rabbit is called a buck and a female is called a doe. A rabbit is  about 45cm long with 7cm ears.
Baby rabbits are called kits or kittens.

Rabbits are grey/brown in colour with black topped white tails.
