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[bookmark: _Int_3fIut9k8]There are different names/terms used to describe a grey horse. Three of these names are: flea bitten grey, iron or steel grey, and white grey. 
[bookmark: _Int_2vWIp79w]Flea bitten grey is often used to describe a horse that has tiny brown or black speckles (dots) in their coat. On some flea bitten greys, these speckles can only be seen when they are clipped. 
An iron or steel grey is used to describe a horse that is born a dark colour such as black and as it ages their coat slowly turns grey. The coat will have a mixture of dark hairs and white hairs giving the appearance of iron of steel colouring. 
[bookmark: _Int_CSa3PHu0]A white grey horse is simply a horse that is born with a white coat and continues to stay white throughout its life.
