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Types Of Working Dog
There are many types of working dog that perform different duties. Below are some examples:-

Gun dogs-
 these can be split into retrievers, flushers and pointers. These are used to make game birds airborne and retrieve them after a shoot.
Police dogs-
 these include dogs that track and immobilise persons and those that detect substances etc through scent.
Search and Rescue Dogs-

 these dogs are used for mountain rescue, earthquake sites and in water etc and can trace a person and then raise the alarm and even assist with floatation aids, whistles and torches etc that they carry.

Hunting Dogs-

 Often work in packs to find, track and seek out game etc.

Herding Dogs-

 Dogs that are used by farmers to round up sheep and cattle etc.
Sled Dogs-

 These dogs are trained to pull sleds over snow where vehicles would struggle or be unable to go.

Guide and Sensory Dogs-

 These are dogs used to help people who are blind or deaf live normal lives.

GUN DOGS:- include Labradors, Spaniels and Pointers.
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POLICE DOGS :- Alsatians are the most common front line policing dog. Spaniels are popular for detecting substances etc.
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SEARCH AND RESCUE DOGS:- these range from the large hairy St Bernards used to search for lost people on snowy mountainsides to Collies, Alsatians and 

Retriever breeds for example used for air scent tracking.
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HUNTING DOGS:- these usually work in packs, the most common use for hunting dogs in England is fox hunting. Dogs used for fox hunting are called hounds, the foxhound is the most commonly used for this.
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
