BURTON PONY CLUB CAMP 2025 - FIRE SAFETY & EVACUATION PLAN (Willowbanks)
1. PURPOSE To ensure the safety of all campers, staff, volunteers, and horses (both stabled and penned) in the event of a fire at the Pony Club camp.
1. SITE OVERVIEW
· Stables: Enclosed area housing horses in individual stalls.
· Outdoor Pens: Fenced areas for horses kept outside.
· Accommodation Area: Tents, caravans or trailers for campers and parents.
· Common Areas: Dining, first aid, equipment storage, etc.

1. FIRE RISK MANAGEMENT 
a. Prevention Measures
· No smoking near stables, hay storage, or pens.
· Hay and bedding stored away from ignition sources.
· Fire extinguishers installed at key points: stables, kitchens, generator areas, 
· Daily checks for electrical faults, gas leaks, or flammable build-up.

     b. Fire Drills & Education
· All campers briefed on fire procedure. - Staff assigned specific roles for fire response.

1. EMERGENCY CONTACTS
· Fire Department: 999
· Camp Coordinator: 
· Nearest Veterinary Clinic: Rasen Vets – 01673 842448


1. ROLES & RESPONSIBILITIES
· Camp Fire Warden: Coordinates evacuation, contacts emergency services.
· Stable Crew Leader: Leads evacuation of stabled horses.
· Pen Crew Leader: Oversees penned horse release.
· Camper Roll Call Officer: Accounts for all campers and staff.

1. First Aid Officer: All committee members are first aid trained

1. EVACUATION PROCEDURES If Fire is Detected:
i) Shout “FIRE” loudly.
ii) Activate nearest fire alarm or whistle system.
iii) Camp Fire Warden contacts emergency services (999).
iV) Begin evacuation immediately.
1. HORSE EVACUATION
 A. Stabled Horses
· Use headcollars and leads pre-hung on each stable.
· Lead horses calmly out in pairs if possible.
· Take horses to pre-designated safe paddock or holding area – car park area by warm up arena.
· Close gates behind horses.
             B. Penned Horses 
· Open pen gates only when safe. - If possible, lead horses individually or in small groups. - If insufficient time, release horses to move away from danger instinctively.

1. PEOPLE EVACUATION
· Campers and staff proceed to designated assembly point – car park.
· Camper Roll Call Officer checks off names.
· First Aid Officer assists anyone injured.


1. ASSEMBLY & HOLDING AREAS
· People Assembly Point: Far side of sports field or marked safe zone.
· Horse Safe Area: Grazed paddock or arena with secure fencing, away from fire risk.


1. AFTER INCIDENT
· Re-entry only after clearance by fire services.
· Veterinary checks for all horses.
· Debrief campers and staff.
· Review and update fire plan as needed.


1. EQUIPMENT CHECKLIST
· Fire extinguishers – check on arrival
· Emergency headcollars and lead ropes – left by stable or pen.
· First aid kits (for people and horses)
· Torches or headlamps
· Whistles and radios
