Trainers’ guidelines for all disciplines 
When teaching for the Burton Pony Club there are the following guidelines that we would like all trainers to follow and if needed to enforce to members and parents
· Tack checks must be carried out at the start to ensure safety and comfort of horse and rider. 
· PPE checks – hat tagged, no brightly coloured jodphurs, no hoodies, shoulders covered, hair in a bun or hairnet(not hanging down back)
· Even in training they must use a padded baton not old style jump whip or on flat a dressage whip.
· If a member is going to ride another members horse in a training then the coach must be confident the rider is at a level to be in full control and balanced on the new horse and the horse is not above their riding ability. 
· The coach must adjust the lesson if not suitable for the riders ability
· The trainer must know current rules
· To have a discussion with the parent/rider if horse is not in a healthy condition.
· Be aware of the social licence in horse riding – they are riding for the good of the horse and  not treating them unkindly. 
· If wearing spurs then the member must either hold the C plus or display a yellow hat tag. If they have neither no spurs may be worn
· Coach must ensure a incident/accident form has been completed either by organizer or coach

· Whip rule 
· For a good reason, as an aid to encourage the horse forward.
· At an appropriate time, namely when the horse is reluctant to go forward under normal aids of seat and legs.
· In the right place, namely down the shoulder or behind the leg but never overarm.
· With appropriate severity.
· No more than twice for any one incident
