All outdoor rallies are subject to change depending on the weather and ground conditions.

All area events are qualifiers for championships. If you wish to be in a team at any of these you must be willing and able to go to the championships should you qualify. Anyone unable or unwilling to do so may compete at area qualifiers as an individual if there is space, but priority will be given to those who can attend championships.

Booking In : you must book in for any event that you wish to attend at least 2 weeks in advance by emailing Jenny at jennyfowles@aol.com – please check you are on the website list before the deadline. Anyone dropping out less than one week before the event is still asked to pay the rally fee. 

Camp : Anyone wishing to go to camp must have attended at least 3 mounted events between Sept 2025 and camp – members shows and training can be counted as well as rallies. To go to main camp (5 or 3 days) members need to be capable of looking after their pony with just a little help, happy riding independently in an open field in walk, trot and canter, and jumping small jumps. Mini camp is 2 days with instruction and fun things and aimed at those not ready for main camp (members cannot do both). If you are unsure about which camp suits your child please talk to Jenny or Alison. More info about how camp is run can be found on camp page of our website. 

Vaccinations : Horses and ponies competing at area level and above (any level, any discipline) must have passport and correct and up to date flu vaccinations – see vaccination rule on the website. Please check it well in advance so that it’s all in order for competitions.
