¢ Please ensure your members comply with 2025 /2026 eligibility, hat tagging, body
protector, spurs qualification and medical armband rules and responsible adult present.

e Late entfries may be accepted at the organiser’s discretion. Late Entry Surcharge £5

e Queries may only be raised via the Secretary by the DC or their appointee.

e Open to individual Pony Club Branch and Centre Members.

e Riders cannot compete in more than two classes per day. Horses/ponies cannot
compete more than once in each class or in more than two classes on the day.

e 70cm class - Riders in this class must be aged 13 years and under on 1's" January 2025

e Competitors may ride a maximum of 3 horses at the Area competition and two horses at
the Championships in any one class.

e PASSING DOWN THE LINE - In the event of a competitor being placed in a qualifying
position when they have already qualified for the Area Competition the place may pass
down the line.

¢ Saddlery and Dress — XC compliant kit and saddlery should be worn. The PC saddlery
and dress rules apply at all Area and Championship competitions.

e Photographic Rights — competitors and their parents/guardians have given permission for
any photographic and/or film or TV footage taken of persons or horses/ponies taking part
in Pony Club events to be used and published in any media whatsoever for editorial
purposes, press information or advertising by or on behalf of the Pony Club and/or Official
Sponsors of the Pony Club.

e A valid passport and vaccination record must accompany the horse/pony to this event
and must be available for inspection if required by event officials. Vaccinations must be
in accordance with the Pony Club Eventing Rule Book 2025/PC Vaccination rule 2025
