Mare, gelding or stallion. Horse/pony any height. Handler any age (note stallions only to be 
handled by 16 years or over). 

2 
Mountain & Moorland in Hand 
Mare, gelding or stallion. Horse/pony any height. Handler any age (note stallions only to be 
handled by 16 years or over). Open to all M&M types. To be shown in natural state. 

3 Youngstock in Hand 
Filly, colt, mare or gelding, 1, 2 or 3 years old. Open to any breed. Handler 16 years or over. 

4 
Hunter Type in Hand 
Mare, gelding or stallion. Horse/pony any height. Handler any age (note stallions only to be 
handled by 16 years or over). 

5 
Coloured/Spotted in Hand 
Mare, gelding or stallion. Horse/pony any height. Handler any age (note stallions only to be 
handled by 16 years or over). All coloured types (no solid colours). 

6 
Cob/Coblet in Hand 
Mare, gelding or stallion. Horse/pony any height. Handler any age (note stallions only to be 
handled by 16 years or over). Hogging not required. 

7 
Young Handler 10 years & under 
Mare or gelding 4 years and over. Pony 14.2hh and under. An adult may accompany handler. To 
be judged on handler and the handler’s ability to show a pony appropriately, not the pony. 

8 
Open In Hand Showing 
Mare, gelding or stallion. Horse/pony any height. Handler any age (note stallions only to be 
handled by 16 years or over).

Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Combination not to have 
won a ridden show together. Rider any age (note stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). 

10 
Open Ridden Showing 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Rider any age (note 
stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). 

11 
Ridden Cob/Coblet 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Rider any age (note 
stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). Hogging not required.  

12 
Ridden Coloured/Spotted 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Rider any age (note 
stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). All coloured types (no solid colours). 

13 
Ridden Hunter Type 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Rider any age (note 
stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over).

Ridden Mountain & Moorland 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Rider any age (note 
stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). Open to all M&M types. To be shown in natural 
state. 

15 
Lead Rein 
Mare or gelding 4 years and over. Pony 12.2hh and under. Riders 8 years and under. Walk and 
trot only. 

16 
First Ridden 
Mare or gelding 4 years and over. Pony 12.2hh and under. Riders 10 years and under. Show to 
include walk, trot and canter (no group canter, only in individual show)

Novice Equitation 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Rider any age (note 
stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). This class is meant as an introduction to the 
show ring and is intended for those who have not competed before or are very novice 
competitors. Walk and trot only 

18 
Lead Rein 
Mare or gelding, 4 years and over. Pony 12.2hh and under. Riders 8 years and under. Walk and 
trot only. 

19 Junior Equitation 
Mare or gelding, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Riders 12 years old and under. 

20 
Senior Equitation 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Riders 13 years old and 
over (note stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). 

21 
Riding Club Horse or Pony 
Mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old and over. Horse/pony any height. Rider any age (note 
stallions only to be ridden by 16 years or over). May include a small jump.
