Points can only be gained by one pony/rider combination. Riders can do any 2 jumping classes, they will gain points in only ONE jumping class (the class where they have their highest placing)
Points will be awarded to the first six in each class, except for class 18.
A trophy will be awarded to the West Lancs County member with the most points in each age group, and in the lead rein class.

Prizes and rosettes will be awarded in each class and age group.
The Skipper Memorial Trophy will be awarded to the WLC rider gaining most points overall on the day.
