This competition will be judged under current Pony Club 2025 Show Jumping rules.

Riders must wear riding hats to current approved British Standards, with the chinstrap properly
fastened at all times when mounted. Helmets must have plain, dark coloured covers.

All competitors have a responsibility to ensure that they and their horses are fit and at an appropriate
standard to compete in the event.

NO DOGS are allowed at the Equine Centre.
No refund of entry fees will be made unless a Vet\Doctors certificate is produced.

The Organiser reserves the right to cancel any show, alter classes and refuse any entries without
explanation. In the event of cancellation, refunds will be made less £3.00 per entry form to cover
administration costs.

All horses and ponies must be 4 years old or over.
Horses may be ridden once only in each class, and may not compete in more than 3 classes.
Please use the bins provided for litter and droppings.

In the interests of health and safety, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and
prevent accidents occurring and obey the instructions of the Organiser and Stewards.
