HOW THE DAY WILL RUN……. Please arrive via gate from Main Road near bus stop. 
· You will get times for dressage and Jump Cross. Times will be on South Devon West Pony Club Open Facebook page
· You don’t need a number as you will ride at your given times.
· For your dressage you can ride in your cross country colours if you wish BUT pony tack must conform to the dressage rules
· 20 minutes before your test arrive at dressage warm up, tell the steward you are there, your tack will be checked and get ready then ride your test. 
· Return to your lorry/trailer. Make any changes to clothing / tack necessary for jump cross phase
· 15 minutes before your time go to Jump Cross warm up tell the starter you are there. 
· The starter will visually check your girth and tack. You MUST wear a body protector. Ride your jump cross round.
· When you finish your round dismount, loosen the girth and lead your pony back to the trailers using the horse walks
