TEAM COMPETITION:

Teams to be made up of competitors in the same club.

The organisers reserve the right to split Class 1 into smaller age groups depending on the number of entries i.e 6 and under and Over 6 as calculated on the 1st January 2024.

CROSS COUNTRY:
The 40cm course will be over a shortened course where the riders may be led.
The 65cm ride will also be over a shortened course where riders may be assisted.
Classes 3-8 will have some ‘L’ fences.
Riders may ride the immediately lower course but will be awarded a 200 point penalty. Please state on the entry form if the competitor is electing to ride the lower course.

Individual rosettes 1st to 8th in Classes 1-8 
Team Rosettes 1st to 6th
Best phase rosette in each class
Best Eggesford rosette in Classes 1-8

RULES:

The competition will be run under Pony Club Tetrathlon Rules 2024.
Shooting - It is a condition of entry that all competitors are capable of handling a gun correctly and that they and their loaders have had adequate training in safety on the firing range.  Pistols must remain boxed at all times and flagged when they are un boxed.  They may only be unboxed at the firing point on the instruction of the range steward.  You are reminded of the new rules regarding dress. 
PLEASE INDICATE ON THE ENTRY IF THE COMPETITOR IS LEFT HANDED OR SHARING A GUN WITH ANOTHER COMPETITOR
Running – Class 1 Competitors will be started individually, Class 2-8 Each Class will be started ‘en-mass’.
Swimming - Class 1 – buoyancy aids will be allowed and there will be no penalty. No muddy shoes to be worn in the Leisure Centre. PLEASE INDICATE ON THE ENTRY FORM IF THE COMPETITOR IS IN GENUINE NEED OF AN OUTSIDE LANE.

Riding - Tack and dress rules are as per Pony Club Tetrathlon Rules 2024 and will be strictly adhered to.  Please do not forget Medical Arm Bands. Ponies may be shared as per the Rule Book:  No Pony may go round more than twice. The XC Course will be ready for walking from 2pm on the Saturday. The riding phase will be timed for classes 1 – 4 but not for classes 5 - 8.  The gate and slip rail will be timed for all classes according to The Pony Club Tetrathlon Rules 2024.
The judge’s decision will be final.
